All emphases in the Geology & Environmental Geosciences B.S. program require Introductory Geology (GEOL 120 & 121) plus 16 hours of 300-level core
courses in fundamental geology. Beyond this core, the Environmental Geosciences Emphasis then is designed for students seeking a broad scientific base to
pursue careers including environmental geologist, environmental scientist, and a variety of professions that may utilize environmental knowledge and a
scientific background. It combines upper-division electives in geology with courses in or related to a cross-disciplinary department of the student’s choice,
such as Geography, Biological Sciences, Physics, Chemistry, Environmental Studies, Political Science, etc. The emphasis includes a capstone 4-week field
course in applied environmental field methods. The geology courses in the Environmental Geosciences curriculum will satisfy the course component of the
requirements for the Professional Geologist (P.G.) license in Illinois.
